	Lesson Objectives

	1-The Lord’s Supper
	Jesus shared the Lord’s Supper with his disciples and he wants to share it with us, too, so we can remember him and how much he loves us.
	· Students learn that we “do” the Lord’s Supper in a specific (i.e., liturgical) way. 

· Students will use the Bible, a DVD and their snack time to understand the importance of remembering what Jesus has done for us.

· Students will learn that the bread and cup represent Jesus’ life given for us.

· Students will begin work on a new table cloth for the Communion Table

	2-Manna From Heaven
	The bread of heaven fed the Israelites, the bread of The Lord’s Supper feeds us
	· Students learn about two Old Testament miracles: God turns bitter water into sweet water and provides manna and quail for the Israelites in the wilderness.  

· Students learn that God fed the Israelites even when they did NOT trust God (Ex. 16: 2-3).

· The Lord’s Supper helps us remember how much Jesus loves us.  

· Students continue work on the Communion cloth.

	3-Cast Your Nets Into Deep Water
	Jesus calls us to “fish for people,” to share the good news of God’s love with others.


	· Students contribute to communion in a material way, by making the communion bread.

· Students learn that Jesus’ disciples were ordinary people, like us.

	4- Jesus Turns Water To Wine
	Jesus calls people to care for one another. Jesus transforms believers from ordinary vocations to pathways that can change lives and the world
	· Students step into the role of servants in the Bible story, to recognize that ordinary people obeyed Jesus and witnessed Jesus’ miracle up close.

· Students continue to practice the Words of Institution

· Students continue to work on the Communion cloth

	5-Jesus Feeds the Multitudes
	Jesus takes what little we have and multiplies it and uses it to care for us and the world.
	· Students participate in the “multiplication” of bread and fish (crackers) and embody Jesus’ miracle as the disciples did.

· Students continue to practice the Words of Institution

· Students continue to work on the Communion cloth

	6-The Road to Emmaus: Their Eyes Were Opened
	Jesus is present at the Lord’s Supper. He opens our eyes to his presence.


	· Students learn how the Road to Emmaus story is like the Lord’s Supper: Jesus preaches to the disciples, then he breaks the bread and “their eyes are opened.”

· Students practice the Words of Institution

· Students complete drawings for the Communion cloth
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
